A Resolution calling for the expedient closure of Campus Drive to personal automobiles
 
Summary: A Resolution that calls on the University of Maryland to initiate the planned closure of Campus Drive between the ‘M’ circle and Union Lane to personal automobiles

 

WHEREAS, the University’s Campus Master Plan, approved by the Board of Regents in 2002, specifically calls for the closure of Campus Drive to facilitate unimpeded transit and pedestrian movement  through campus; and
 
WHEREAS, the current unrestricted personal automobile access on Campus Drive presents a real and present danger to University students, faculty, and staff; and

WHEREAS, the University Administration has recently expressed concern for pedestrian safety along Campus Drive; and

 

WHEREAS, the closure of Campus Drive to automobiles, according to a recent Maryland Transit Administration traffic study, would remove 78% of vehicle-pedestrian interactions on the roadway; and

 WHEREAS, transit represents an increasingly larger percentage of the campus community’s commuting transportation mode share; and

 WHEREAS, the closure of Campus Drove will demonstrate the University’s continued commitment to environmental sustainability; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the we call on the University of Maryland to initiate the necessary procedures to close Campus Drive to personal automobiles.
